Pro Racing Playboy Mazda MX5 Cup.

1. Vehicle Registration  
Deadline One:  March 1, 2010.    
 
Per PRR Article 1.8.1 all cars must be registered by submitting the Vehicle Registration form.  The Vehicle 
Registration Fee is $200 for the year or $100 for a single event.  Included with your registration are the required 
series decals and patches, and a hard copy of the 2010 PRR.   
 
 

2. Paddock Information 
Teams should submit a Paddock Information form before their first race of the season, and again any time the 
information on the form changes to help speed up parking process.     
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3. Team / Driver Bio Information 
Media Guide submission deadline: March 5, 2010. 
 
Information submitted on the Driver Bio Information and Team Bio Information forms will be included in the 
Playboy MX5 Media Guide, event programs and the Playboy MX5 website.  The forms must be submitted by March 
5, 2010 to be included in the Media Guide.   
 
Teams and drivers that submitted these forms in 2009 will have the same information used for 2010 unless new 
forms are submitted.

4. Credit Card Authorization 
Teams must submit a Credit Card Authorization form.  Temporary memberships and other fees agreed to by the 
team will be charged to the card on file.   
 

5. Event Entry 
An Event Entry form must be submitted for every car entering a MX5 event.  
 
Each entry will include admission to the event for the driver plus ten team members.  Team members must be 
specified on the Event Entry form as either Crew or Guest.  Only Crew members will be allowed access to restricted 
areas.  Crew members must have an SCCA Membership, or purchase a Temporary Membership for $50.   
 
Any Team Members attending more than three events must have an Annual Credential.  Team members without 
Annual Credentials must go to registration at each event to receive an event credential.   
 

6. Annual Credential  
To receive an Annual Credential, submit the 2010 Annual Credential Application and the attached Waiver and 
Release.  Applicants age 16 to 18 must also submit an SCCA Minor Waiver.  Cost for an Annual Credential is 
$175, cost for an Annual Credential and SCCA Membership is $260.   
 
The Waiver and Release and SCCA Minor Waiver must be the original signed document, printed in color.  Black 
and white, faxed, or emailed copies cannot be accepted.  The signature(s) must be notarized, or witnessed by an 
SCCA Pro Racing Official.   
 
Applicants must be affiliated with a team participating in an SCCA Pro Racing Sanctioned Series, an employee of a 
Corporate Member, or an SCCA Official.  Applicant must also have a current SCCA Membership.

Each team member who receives a hard card will automatically be listed as one of your allotted team members for 
the entire season.  If a team member leaves the team, you must surrender his/her Annual Credential in order to re-
use that opening.  
 

7. Drivers Licensing  
Per PRR Article 1.5.8.1, all drivers must have an Annual Credential and either an SCCA Pro Racing Competition 
License or an FIA License.    
 
SCCA Pro Racing Competition License 
 
Apply for an SCCA Pro Racing Competition License by submitting the SCCA Pro Racing Competition License 
Application.  The cost for a Competition License is $140.   
 
Driver must also either: 

a) have completed a minimum of three (3) National events or equivalent in the past 12 months, or  
b) have a letter of recommendation from an SCCA recognized sanctioning body and a resume of racing 
experience.   

 
In addition, the driver must submit a Medical History and Physicians Examination based on the following 
schedule: 

Ages 16-36: every five (5) years 
Ages 40-49: every three (3) years 
Ages 50-59: every two (2) years 
Ages 60 and over: every year 

 
FIA License 
Apply for an FIA License by submitting the Application for an FIA Driver’s License. 
 
Driver must hold or be qualified for a senior grade license and have successfully completed at least five (5) National 
events or equivalent in the past 12 months prior to application. 
 
A photo and current medical must be submitted along with the application. 

International Drivers 
International drivers should apply for an FIA license through their respective National Sporting Authority 
(ASN).   

 
The following information is required from international drivers: 

 
1. A copy of FIA License 

 2. A Letter of Authorization from their ASN granting permission to race in the USA 
 3. An FIA Medical Card or copy of physical in English. 
 4. SCCA Membership Number
